In acest fel, transformarea Romaniei, dintr-un
stat feudal intr-un stat modern, a dobdndit mai multd
coerentd.

Revolutia industriald, declansatd la
sfarsitul secolului al XVIII-lea in Anglia, a
determinat o modificare in = structura
economici a statelor europene, un loc din ce
in ce mai important fiind ocupat de industrie.
Folosirea maginilor cu abur in locul muncii
manuale a determinat sporirea eficientei in
activititile de productie.

Procesul de dezvoltare a industriei
roménesti a fost marcat, In faza sa initiald,
de lipsa unui sistem vamal protectionist,
capabil si apere industria 1nd1gena de
concurenta produselor de origine straina.!

Aceasta incapacitate este determinati
de semmarea, in 1875 a Conventiei
comerciala romano-austro-ungara, conventie
ce avea drept scop acordarea unor reduceri

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Abstract :

One of the most important events that
have marked the completion of Romamqn
political unity is represented by the resignation
of the government from Bucharest ‘headed. by
Dimitrie Ghica and the government. from :lasi,
headed by Alexandru Moruzi, and the formation
of the first unique Romanian government headed
by Barbu Catargiu.

This way, the transformatwn of
Romania, from a feudal state into a modern one,
acquired more coherence.
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The young Romanian stated
appeared on Europe’s map initiated- a
complex process of internal reform:
economic reform, education .»reform
legislative reform.

The industrial revolutlon caused
at the end of the 18" century in England,
caused an alteration in the econemic
structure of European states, a significant
place being held by industry. The use of
steam machines instead of manual work
caused an increase of efﬁciency in
production activities. =

Romanian industry development
process was initially marked by-the:lack
of a protectionist customs system, able to
protect internal industry by .the
competition of foreign products. ' :

This incapacity was caused byﬂ the
execution in 1875 of Romanian-Austrian-
Hungarian Commercial Convention with
the purpose of reducing customs:fees for
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austro-ungari, Acest aspect va avea o
influentds  nefastd  asupra  activitatii
mestesugarilor roméni, ale c#ror produse
erau din ce in ce mai putin ciutate.

Noile mijloace de productie, lipsa de
protectie In ceea ce priveste activitatea
micilor intreprinzitori privati, precum gi
dezvoltarea relatiilor comerciale dintre
statele europene, au dus la disparitia
intreprinzitorilor particulari, a
mestesugarilor. Doud dintre ocupatiile
traditionale: apicultura si sericicultura au
avut de suferit.

~ In conditiile in care Roménia nu era
stiipdnd pe politica sa vamald §i nu putea si
ia anumite misuri protectioniste, breslele
sunt desfiintate in anul 1873.

in vederea relansirii industriei
autohtone, autoritdfile din Roménia au luat
unele misuri legislative: adoptarea farifului
vamal din 1886, legea pentru incurajarea
industriei din 1887, scutiri de impozite,
reduceri de tarife pe cdile ferate.

Principalul efect pe care l-au avut
aceste mésuri a fost cregterea ritmului de
dezvoltare a industriei roménesti. Cea mai
accentuatd dezvoltare s-a remarcat fin
sectorul industriei alimentare (mordrit,
prelucrarea zahdrului, fabrici de alcool),
precum s§i in domeniul extractiv (in primul
rand extragerea si prelucrarea fiteiului) si in
sectorul forestier.

In afara acestor sectoare se mai
constatd progrese vizibile §i in industria
pieldriei, hértiei si in cea a materialelor de
constructie.

Industria metalurgicd este limitatd la
productia de piese destinate repararii
maginilor agricole, productia de sirma si
cuie.

Pentru a stimula dezvoltarea
economicd, cele mai importante misuri
aveau in vedere construirea infrastructurii (a

Austrian and Hungarian products. This
had a bad influence upon Romanian
tradesmen, whose products were less and
less purchased.

New production means, the lack of
production regarding the activity of small
private enterprisers, as well as the
development of commercial relations
between European states, caused the
disappearance of private enterprisers,
tradesmen. Two of the traditional
occupations: apiculture and sericulture
suffered. Abolishment of domestic crafts
and industry caused peasants’ orientation
to the trade market in order to purchase
clothes that they had manufactured in
their homes before.

Because Romania was not sure of
its customs policy, and could not take
certain protectionist measures, guilds
were abolished in 1873.

In order to relaunch autochthonous
industry, Romanian authorities took some
legislative measures: adopting customs
tariff in 1886, the law for encouraging
industry in 1887, taxes exemptions,
tariffs discounts for railways.

The main effect of these measures
was the growth of Romanian industry
development. The biggest development
was in the food industry (milling, sugar
processing, alcohol factories), as well as
in extractive field (crude oil extraction
and processing) and in forest field.

Except for these fields, we could
notice visible progresses in the field of
leather, paper and building materials.

Metallurgic industry was limited
to production of parts for agricultural
machines repairs, production of wires
and nails."

In order to stimulate economic
development, the most important
measures referred to building
infrastructure (communication means), as
well as creating some credit institutions.

The significance of
communication ways for Romania’s
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cdilor de comunicatie), precum si crearea
unor institutii de credit.

Importanta cailor de comunicatie
pentru  dezvoltarea Romaniei, a fost
evidentiatd la vremea respectivii mai ales de
catre I1.C. Bratianu, care spunea ,,Cel dintéi
semn de civilizatie intr’o tard sunt soselele,
drumurile de fier §i plutirea, Cénd un popor
civilizat cuprinde o tard noud, necultd, nu
inainteazd Intr’insa decét atdta, céat a
acoperit-o cu gosele; pare ca pentru dénsul
pamantul nu are valoare fard drumuri” tot el
concluzionind ,,... si ridicim gosele, si
tragem drumuri de fier, sd canalizdm réurile,
sa zidim porturi §i sd organizém companii de
navigatie”.

Constructia cdilor ferate in Roménia
a Inceput prin céteva linii concesionate unor
firme din strdinitate;: Barkley, Strousberg,
Offenheim. Astfel, la 26 august 1869 a fost
terminatd linia Bucuresti-Giurgiu, iar pe 19
octombtie 1869 a fost dati in exploatare
pentru transportul de cdlitori. Pand In anul
1906 in Roménia se construise o refea de
aproape 3200 de kilometrii de cai ferate. De
asemenea, uzinele de la Resita, construiesc
locomotive incd din 1872, iar in 1891 se
infiinteazi ,,Fabrica de Masini, Vagoane si
Turnétorie de Fier” la Arad.

La fel de importantd a fost
constructia podurilor dunarene, care formau
o retea de 4087,95 metri, cel mai lung
complex de poduri construit In Europa la
acea vreme,

' Un avantaj deosebit il reprezenta
porturile la Dunére si la Marea Neagra
(Galati, Briila, Constanta, Sulina). Pénd la
sfargitul secolului al XIX-lea portul Sulina
era printre cele mai importante din Europa.

In privinta institugiilor de credit,
pasul decisiv se realizeazd in aprilie 1880
odati cu Infiinjarea Bincii Nationale a
Roméniei. Din acest moment incepe
dezvoltarea sistemului bancar din tara
noastrd. Astfel, din anul 1891 (momentul in
care a fost infiinfatd prima banci siteascd) si
pénd in 1903 (cind a fost adoptatd legea
bancilor populare) numérul acestor institutii

development was revealed at the time by
I.C. Bratianu, who said “The first sign of
civilization in a country are roads, iron
roads and maritime ways. When a
civilized people incorporates a mnew,
uncult country it enters in it only if it is
covered with roads; it seems that the.
earth does not have any value without
roads” and concluded “... let’s build
roads, iron roads, let’s make channels to
the rivers, build harbours and organize
sailing companies”."?

Railways building in Romania
began with a few lines concesioned so
some foreign companies: Barkley,
Strousberg, Offenheim. Therefore, on
26" of August 1869 Bucuresti-Giurgiu
railway was completed and on 19 of
October 1869 it became operational for
passengers transport. By 1906 Romania
had a network of almost 3200 km of
railways. Also the factories from Resita
have built locomotives since 1872, and in
1891 se infiinteazd “Machines, Wagons,
and Iron Casting Factory” was
established at Arad.

Also important was the building of
Danube harbour, forming a network of
4087,95 metres, the longest complex of
harbours built in Europe at the time.

A special advantage  was
represented by the harbour to the Danube
and Black Sea (Galati, Briila, Constanta,
Sulina). By the end of the 19' century,
Sulina harbor was among the most
important ones in Europe.

As far as credit institutions are
concerned, the decisive step was in April
1880 with the establishment of the
National Bank of Romania. This moment
on, the banking system in our country
began to develop. Therefore, beginning
with 1891 (when the first village bank
was established) until 1903 (when they
adopted popular banks law) the number
of these institutions had increased to
approximately 700, with a capital of
4.250.600 lei."* Among the most

importante bénci create 1in perioada
respectivd se numérd Banca Agricold (1894),
Banca de Scont (1898), Banca Comerfului
din Craiova (1898). In afara bincilor ce
aveau capital integral roménesc, au aparut gi
binci cu capital strdin, cea mai importantd
fiind Banca Generald Roméni (1897).
Dezvoltarea sistemului bancar a
intdmpinat numeroase dificultifi. Pe de o
parte, cei mai multi clienfi, solicitau
imprumuturi pentru consum (cunoscutele
credite pentru nevoi personale din zilele
noastre), foarte putini fiind cei care
urmireau dezvoltarea unei afaceri. Tocmai
de aceea, in primii ani de viata, sistemul
bancar de la noi era privit ca un mod de
oficializare, de institufionalizare a cimiitariei

Viata politicd din perioada respectivi
este caracterizatd de o puternici instabilitate.
Astfel, timp de zece ani, de la preluarea
puterii de citre Carol de Hohenzollern si
péni in anul 1876 la conducerea Romaéniei s-
au succedat nu mai putin de 12 guverne, care
au avut in frunte 9 prim-ministrii diferii.

Aparitia si consolidarea partidelor
politice, a ideologiilor acestora, a determinat
o crestere a gradului de stabilitate a vietii
politice. Acest lucru se deduce §i din faptul
ci Intre 1876 §i 1899 in Roménia s-au
succedat 11 guverne, conduse de 6 prim-
minigtrii diferiti.

In 1875 Ion C. Britianu, Mihail
Kogélniceanu, A. G. Golescu, Gh. Vernescu,
Tache Anastasiu, C. Fusea, Al, Candiano-
Popescu, Anastase Stolojan, Gh. Chitu, C.G.
Pesacov gi N.C. Furculescu, puneau bazele
Partidului National Liberal, Chiar dac# noul
partid nu isi formulase un sistem de principii
doctrinare, stabilise anumite obiective
concrete pentru situatia in care ar fi ajuns la
guvernare. Principalele obiective aveau in
vedere modificarea sau renunfarea la legea
tocmelilor agricole, improprietirirea
insurdteilor, dezvoltarea InvitAmantului
public, autonomia locali.

In 1880 se infiinteazii §i Partidul

important banks created during that
period there were the Agricultural Bank
(1894), Discount Bank (1898), Trade
Bank in Craiova (1898). Except for the
banks with entire Romanian capital, there
were also foreign capital banks, the most
important one being the General
Romanian Bank (1897).

The development of the banking
system faced numerous difficulties. On
one hand, most of the clients demanded
consumer loans (or today’s personal
needs loans), and there were very few
that wanted to develop a business. This is
why, during its first years, our banking
system was seen as usury officialization,
institutionalization, *

The political life during that
period is characterized by a powerful
instability. Therefore, for ten years, since
Carol de Hohenzollern took over the
power until 1876 Romania was run by no
less than 12 governments, with 9
different prime ministers.

The appearance and consolidation
of political parties, their ideologies,
caused an increase of stability degree of
political life. This results from the fact
that between 1876 and 1899 Romania had
11 governments, lead by 6 different
prime ministers.

In 1875 Ion C. Britianu, Mihail
Kogélniceanu, A. G. Golescu, Gh.
Vernescu, Tache Anastasiu, C. Fusea, Al.
Candiano-Popescu, Anastase Stolojan,
Gh. Chitu, C.G. Pesacov and N.C.
Furculescu  established the Liberal
National Party, even if the new party had
not established actual tasks for the case
in which they reached government. The
main tasks considered the alteration or
renunciation to the law of agricultural
agreements, newlyweds’ apportionment
of property, public education
development, local autonomy.

In 1880 the Conservatory Party
was established to be one of the main
political forces in Romania to the Great

in domeniul legislativ, se remarcs in
primul rind adoptarea Constitutiei Roméniei
din anul 1866, constitutie considerati ca
fiind una dintre cele mai moderne ale vremii.

Noua lege fundamentald a tarii era
structuratd pe 8 titluri, In felul urmdtor:
TITLUL I. ,Despre teritoriul romén”;
TITLUL 1II: ,,Despre drepturile romanilor”;
TITLUL III: ,Despre puterile statului”;
TITLUL IV ,,Despre finance”; TITLUL V:
,Despre puterea armata”; TITLUL VL
,Dispositiuni  generale”; TITLUL VIL
,,Despre revisuirea Constituiunei”; TITLUL
VIII: »Dispositiuni transitorii si
suplimentare”.

Primul titlu face referire caracterul de
stat unitar, indivizibil si inalienabil al
Roméniei.

Titlul al doilea stabileste drepturile
si libertdtile fundamentale ale cetifenilor

roméni: libertatea congtiintei, libertatea
presei, dreptul la Invifimantul primar
gratuit.’ Se statueazi, de asemenea

principiul egalitatii tuturor cetifenilor in fata
legii®.

Dreptul de proprictate este declarat
sacru si inviolabil. Prin urmare, nici un
cetifean romin nu poate fi vatimat in
exercitarea dreptului siu de proprietate,
exceptie ficAnd numai cazurile de utilitate
publici, iar in situatia exproprierii pentru
utilitate publicd, proprietarul urméand si fie
despagubit conform legilor speciale in
vigoare.

Articolul 24 din Constitufie trateazi
problema liberttii presei.’

in titlul al treilea, este tratat modul de
impértire a puterilor in stat. Astfel, puterea
legislativd era exercitata de citre Domnitor
impreund cu Parlamentul (Representafiunea
national®). Parlamentul avea o structurd

Union from 1918, together with the
National Liberal Party. The conservatory
program was based on the support of big
land owners, bourgeoisie and some part
of intellectuality.

In the legislative field, we fisrt of
all notice the adoption of Romanian
Constitution in 1866, considered one of
the most modern constitutions of that
time.

The new country’s fundamental
law was structured in 8 titles, as follows:
TITLE I “About the Romanian
territory”; TITLE II: “About Romanians’
rights”; TITLE III: “About state powers”;
TITLE IV “About finances”; TITLE V:
“About army power”; TITLE VI:
“General Dispositions”; TITLE VII:
“About Constitution revision”; TITLE
VIII:  “Transitory and - additional
dispositions”.

The first title refers to
character of unity, indivisible
inalienable character of Romania.

The second title established
Romanian citizens fundamental rights
and freedoms: freedom of conscience,
freedom of 4press, right to free elementary
education.' It also stipulates the
principles of equality between all citizens
in front of the law".

Ownership right is sacred and
inviolable. Consequently, no Romanian
citizen can be injured in exercising its
ownership right, except for the cases of
public utility and, in case of
expropriation for public utility, the
owner was to be remunerated according
to the special relevant laws.

Article 24 from the Constitution
deals with the matter of media.'®

The 3™ title deals with the way of
dividing powers in the state. Therefore,
legislative power was exercised by the
Prince together with the Parliament
(National Representation). The
Parliament consisted in two chambers:
the Senate and the Chamber of Deputies.

In continuare Constitutia cuprinde
reglementdri  privitoare la  alegerea
Parlamentului, conditiile ce trebuie
indeplinite pentru a putea fi ales, precum si

la modul de organizare a activitatii
camerelor.
Articolul 93 enumerd atributiile

Domnitorului. Cele mai importante au in
vedere numirea §i revocarea ministrilor,
sancfionarea gi promulgarea legilor, dreptul
de gratiere, numeste si confirma in functiile
publice, este gseful armatei, are dreptul de a
bate moneda, dreptul de a dizolva
Parlamentul, are drept de veto, confersi grade
si decoratii.

In mare parte textul Constitutiei de la
1866 raméne intact, pana la adoptarea unei
noi Constitutii in anul 1923. Astfel, o prim3
modificare a Constitutiei a avut loc n anul
1879, schimbandu-se continutul art. 7, care
conditiona dobéandirea cetiifeniei roméne de
apartenenta la riturile crestine. O alti
modificare vizeazd reducerea numirului de
colegii, de la patru la trei, scizénd censul si
largindu-se in acest fel dreptul de vot.

In 1864 este adoptati Legea
instructiunii publice, prin care se proclami
gratuitatea §i obligativitatea invifimantului
primar. Cu toate acestea Invi{mantul
roméinesc se confruntd cu numeroase
probleme: lipsa unor spatii decente pentru
desfdsurarea activitdtilor pedagogice, lipsa
cadrelor didactice, nivelul scizut al
veniturilor acestora, gradul foarte ridicat de
analfabetism si sdrdcia locuitorilor, in
special a celor din mediul rural.

In 1864 este adoptati legea rurald
care avea drept scop Improprietirirea

The executive power belonged to the
Prince, being exercised based on
constitutional provisions. Juridical power
was exercised by courts of law. (Art. 32,
35, 36).

As far as legislative initiative is
concerned, it was admitted only for the

Prince and the two chambers of
Parliament."”
Next, the Constitution includes

regulations regarding the election of the
Parliament, the conditions that have to be
met for being elected, as well as the way
chambers’ activities are organized.

Article 93 lists the Prince’s tasks.
The most important ones refer to the
assignment and dismissal of ministries,
amendment and promulgation of laws,
the right to pardon, names and confirms
public functions, is the head of the army,
has the right to coin money, the right to
dissolute the Parliament, has the right to
veto, gives grades and decorations.

Mostly, the text of the
Constitution from 1866 remains the
same, until the adoption of the new
Constitution in 1923. Therefore, the first
amendment of the Constitution occurred
in 1879, changing the contents of the art.
7, that conditioned the obtaining of
Romanian citizenship depending on
Christian religion appurtenance. Another
amendment refers to the decrease of
colleges, from four to three, decreasing
the census and increasing the right to
vote.

In 1864 the Law of public
education was adopted, proclaiming the
gratuitous and compulsory character of
elementary education. Still Romanian
education was facing  numerous
problems: the lack of decent spaces for
developing pedagogic activities, the lack
of teachers, the low level of their
incomes, the high degree of illiteracy and
inhabitants’ poverty, especially the ones
in rural areas.

In 1864 rural law was adopted for
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tiranilor, iar in 1866 este votati legea
invoielilor agricole.

Tot In domeniul legislativ se remarcé
aparifia  legii privind organizarea
administrativi a Romaéniei. Prin aceasts lege,
satele si comunele erau organizate in
comune rurale, mai multe comune rurale
formau o plasa, iar mai multe plisi formau
un judet. Judetele erau conduse de prefecii,
plisile de subprefecti, iar comunele de
primari.

Una dintre cele mai importante
realiziri a fost reprezentatd de reorganizarea
justitiei. Au fost infiintate noi instante:
judecitoriile de plasa, tribunalele judetene,
curtile de apel, curtile de jurati si Curtea de
Casatie’

In anul 1865 intrd in vigoare Codul
Civil, Codul Penal si Codul Comercial.

Codul civil cuprinde reglementéri ce
vizeazi raporturile dintre persoanele fizice si
persoanele juridice, inclusiv cele in care
statul roman este parte. Chiar daci au existat
mai multe proiecte de modificare a acestuia,
codul civil romén adoptat in timpul lui
Alexandru Ioan Cuza a rimas in foarte mare
misura valabil.
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apportionment of property to the peasants
and in 1866 agricultural agreements law
was voted. In spite of this, peasantry
status was not improved. On the contrary,
unclear provisions of these laws caused
numerous abuses, both from great
landowners and from public authorities,
which would worsen peasantry’s status
and its complaints, causing numerous
rebellions in the world of villages
beginning with 1888.

In the legislative field as well, we
notice the appearance of Romanian
administrative organization law. Through
this law, villages and communes were a
district and more districts were a county.
Counties were run by prefects, and
communes by mayors.

One of the biggest achievements
was the reorganization of justice. New
courts were established: districts courts
of law, county courts of law, %'ury courts
of law and Court of Cassation °

In 1865 the Civil Code, Penal
Code and Commercial Code were
enforced. :

The  Civil Code  included
regulations about the relations between
natural persons and legal entities,
included the ones where the Romanian
state was part of. Even if there were
several amendment projects for it, the
Romanian civil code adopted during
Alexandru Ioan Cuza remained valid to a
great extent.
