ORGANIZATION OF NATIONAL
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Abstract

The National Assembly is the name of the
lower house of the French Parliament defined by the
French constitution. This room is composed of 577
members, called deputies, elected by direct universal
suffrage in the uninominal majority election in two
rounds of the constituencies.

Key words: legislative power, French Parliament,
National Assembly, constitution.

The Parliament is the legislative
authority of the country. Members of the
Parliament are representatives if the nation (art.
3 of the Constitution: “National sovereignty
belongs to the people exercising it through its
representatives and by referendum”). [1]

According to articles 24 of the
Constitution of France, the Parliament consists
of: the National Assembly and the Senate.

According to art. 24 in France’s
Constitution, the deputies in the National
Assembly are elected by universal, equal, free,
direct and secret vote, for a five-year mandate.

In order to candidate for deputy in the
National Assembly, the candidate has to
comply with all the three conditions:

- To have French citizenship;

- Tobe at least 23 years old;

- To have complied with all the

obligations provided by the
National Service Code.
For continuing the activity of the

supreme representative forum, its mandate lasts
until the legal establishment of the new

Biroul Adunérii Nationale

Biroul exercitd competente generale
cu privire la functionarea interni a
Adunirii. Este compus din 22 de membri:
Presedinte, sase vicepregedinti, trei chestori
§i doisprezece secretari.

Biroul este cea mai inalti autoritate
colegiald a Adunirii Nationale.

Alegerea membrilor Biroului

Decanul de wvérstdi al Adundrii
Nationale prezideazd prima sedinfi a
legislativului pani la alegerea presedintelui.
In prima sedinti a legislativului, decanul de
vérstd invitd membrii Adunirii Nationale si
aleagd presedintele.

Presedintele Adunarii Nationale este
ales prin vot secret.

Dacd niciunul dintre candidati nu
intruneste majoritatea absolutd in primele
doud tururi de scrutin, pentru cel de-al
treilea tur de scrutin este suficient ca un
candidat sé intruneascd majoritatea relativi;
in caz de egalitate este ales cel mai vechi.

Dupa alegerea pregedintelui, decanul
de vérstd il invitd pe presedintele nou ales
sé conduci yedinta Adundrii Nationale.

Ulterior  alegerii  presedintelui
Adundrii, se aleg si ceilali membri ai
Biroului Adundrii Nationale. Prin alegerile
pentru vicepresedinti, chestori si secretari
se fincearcd o reproducere in Birou a

Parliament, except for the case in which the
President of the Republic orders its dissolution
and organization of anticipated elections. [2]

If, according to art. 12 of the
Constitution, the National Assembly is
dissolved by the President, general elections
take place after twenty days, at the earliest and
fourty days the latest from dissolving. The
National Assembly meets the second Thursday
after its election. If this assembly takes place
outside the period provided for the ordinary
meeting, a session shall be opened for a period
of 15 days.

Bureau of the National Assembly

The bureau has general competences
regarding the internal operation of the
Assembly. It consists of 22 members: the
President, six vice-presidents and twelve
secretaries,

The bureau is the highest collegial
authority of the National Assembly.

Electing the members of the Bureau

The age dean of the National Assembly
is the chaitman of the first meeting of the
legisiative body until the president is elected.
At the first meeting of the legislative body, the
dean invites the members of the National
Assembly to elect the president.

The president of the National Assembly
is elected through secret vote.

If none of the candidates meets absolute
majority during the first ballot, for the third
ballot one candidate is enough to meet relative
majority; in case of equality, the oldest is
elected.

After electing the president, the age
dean invites the newly elected president to chair
the meeting of the National Assembly.

After electing the president of the
Assembly, the other members of the National
Assembly Bureau are elected. Through the
elections for vice-presidents and secretaries,
they try to reproduce in the Bureau a
configuration of the existing policy in the
Assembly.

Dupi alegerea Biroului, Pregedintele
Adunirii nationale aduce la cunogtintd
Presedintelui Republicii, Primului-ministru
si Pregedintelui Senatului, componenta
Biroului.

Presedintele Adundrii convoacd si
prezideazd sedintele Adunarii precum gi
sedintele Biroului si Conferinta
Presedintilor. De asemenea presedintele
este responsabil cu secuntatea interna si
externi a Adundrii. in acest scop, acesta
stabileste mérimea fortelor militare pe care
le considerd necesare; acestea sunt sub
comanda lui. Presedintele Adunirii aduce la
cunogtinti comunicérile Adundrii
Nationale.

Biroul Adun#rii are puteri depline
pentru a organiza deliberdrile Adunarii si de
a organiza si directiona toate serviciile in
condifiile - determinate de  prezentul
regulament.

Biroul stabileste conditiile in care
persoanelor fizice le este permis si se
adreseze Adunirii in sedintele sale.
Comisiile permanente

Adunarea Nationald numeste in
sedintd publici sase comisii permanente.
Acestea sunt urmitoarele:

Comisia pentru afaceri culturale, sociale i
de familie

Aceasta are competenfe in urmétoarele
_ domenii: Educatie §i cercetare; Formare
profesionald si promovare sociald; Tineret
si sport; Activitdfi culturale; Informatii;
Munca si ocuparea fortei de munc;
Sanitate publicd; Familie; Securitate
sociald si bunistare; Pensii civile, militare
si de invaliditate.

Comisia pentru afaceri economice, mediu si
teritoriu

Are competente in urmitoarele domenii:
Agriculturs si pescuit; Energie si

industrie; Cercetare i tehnicd; Consum;
Comer} intern, extern §i vamal; Mijloace de
comunicare §i turism; Dezvoltarea mediului
si planificare urband; Echipamente si lucréri
publice; Construirea de locuinte; Mediu.

After the election of the Bureau, the
President of the National Assembly informs the
President of the Republic, the. prime minister
and the President of the Senate on the
composition of the Bureau.

The president of the Assembly calls and
chairs the meetings of the Assembly as well as
the meetings if the Bureau and Conference of
the Presidents. The president is also responsible
for the internal and external security of the
Assembly, Hence, it establishes the size of-
military forces it considers necessary; they are
under its command. The president of the
Assembly informs the communications to the
National Assembly.

The Bureau of the Assembly has full
powers to organize the meetings of the
Assembly and organize and direct all the
services under the conditions established
herein.

The Bureau establishes the conditions
in which natural persons are allowed to address
to the Assembly at its meetings.

Permanent commissions .

The National Assembly assigns six
permanent commissions in public meeting.
They are the following:

1. Cultural, social and family affairs
commission

It is competent in the following fields:
Education and Research; professional training
and social promotion; Youth and Sports;
Cultural Activities; Information; Work and
employment; Public health; Family; Social
security and welfare; civil, military and
handicap pensions.

2. Commission - for
environment and territory

It is competent in the following fields:
agriculture and fishing; energy and industry;
research and technique; consumption; internal,
external and customs trade; means of
communication and tourism; Environment
development and wrban planning; equipment

Comisia pentru legi constitutionale,
legislatie i administratie generald a
Republicii :
Are competente in urmétoarele domenii:
Legi constitutionale, organice i

electorale; Reglementdri in domeniul
justitiei; Legislajia 1n domeniul civil,
administrativ §i penal; Petitii; Administrare
generald a teritoriilor Republicii §i a
comunit#tilor locale.

Comisia pentru afaceri culturale, sociale si
de familie si Comisia pentru

afaceri economice, mediu si teritoriu sunt
formate fiecare din céte doud optimi din
numirul membrilor Adunirii Nationale.
Restul comisiilor sunt formate fiecare din
cdte o optime din numirul membrilor
Adunérii Nationale. Numérul astfel obtinut
se rotunjeste in plus (la numirul imediat
superior). Membrii comisiilor permanente
sunt numiti la inceputul noii legislaturi si
ulterior sunt numiti in fiecare an.

3. Commission for external affairs

It is competent in the following fields: External
policy; Cooperation; international treaties and
agreements.

4. Commission for national defence and
armed forces

It is competent in the following fields: General
organization of defence; cooperation and
assistance policy in military field; army’s long-
term plans; aeronautic, spatial and army
industry; military units and military arsenal;
military field; national service and national
recruiting service; civil and military personnel
of the army’ gendarmerie and military justice.
5. Commission for finances, general economy
and planning

It is competent in the following fields: State
incomes and expenses; budgetary execution;
currency and credit; internal and external
financial activities; financial control of national
enterprises; domain of state.

6. Commission for constitutional laws,
legislation and general administration of the
Republic

It is competent in the following fields:
Constitutional, organic and electoral laws;
regulations in the field of justice; legislation in
civil, administrative and penal field; petitions;
general administration of Republic’s territories
and local communities.

Commission for cultural, social and
family affairs and Commission for economic
affairs, environment and tetritory consist of two
eights of the number of the National Assembly
members. The rest of the commissions consist
in one eight of the National Assembly
members. The resulted number is rounded in
plus (to the immediate superior number).
Members of the permanent commissions are
assigned at the beginning of the new legislature
and then named every year.

Works of the permanent commissions

After assignment, all commissions are
called by the President of the National
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de citre Presedintele Adunirii Nationale
pentru a proceda la numirea biroului lor, iar
in cazul comisiilor speciale pentru a
proceda printre altele la desemnarea
raportorului lor.

Biroul comisiilor permanente este
format, 1in afara de  presedinte,
vicepresedinte si secretar din maximum
treizeci de membri. Comisia finangelor,
economiei generale si planificdrii numegte
un raportor general.

Birourile comisiilor sunt alese prin
vot secret pe categorie de functie. Atunci
cand pentru fiecare categorie de functie
numirul candidatilor nu este mai mare
decat numairul locurilor care trebuie ocupate
nu se procedeazd la scrutin. Dacd
majoritatea absolutd nu a fost obtinutd in
primele doud tururi de scrutin, pentru cel
de-+al treilea tur este suficientd majoritatea
relativi. In caz de egalitate de voturi, este
numit cel care are vechimea cea mai mare.

Functia de pregedinte a unei comisii
speciale nu poate fi cumulatd functia de
presedinte a unei comisii permanente.

Comisiile sunt convocate la diligenta
presedintelui Adundrii Nationale atunci
cand Guvernul solicita acest lucru. In cursul
sesiunii comisiile sunt convocate In mod
egal de citre presedintii lor. fn afara
sesiunilor comisiile pot fi convocate fie de
pregedintele Adundrii Nationale, fie de
presedintele lor dupd acordul biroului
comisiei. Totusi reuniunea este anulatd sau
reportatd dacd mai mult de jumitate din
membrii comisiei o cer, cu cel putin 48 de
ore Inainte de ziua fixatd pentru convocare.

fn cursul sesiunii, comisiile trebuie
si fie convocate cu cel putin 48 de ore
inainte de data sedintei. Ea poate fi in mod
exceptional, intrunitd in termen mai scurt
daci ordinea de zi a Adunirii o cere.
Prezenta membrilor la reunjunile comisiilor
este obligatorie. Atunci cind un membru al
comisiei lipseste la mai mult de o treime
din sedintele comisiei, In cursul aceleasi
sesiuni ordinare si nu a avut motive
intemeiate Biroul comisiei este informat de

Assembly in order to proceed to their Bureau’s
assignment, and in case of special commissions
in order to proceed to the assignment of their
reporter.

The Bureau of the permanent
commissions consists, besides the president,
vice-president and secretary, in maximum thirty
members. The commission of finances, general
economy and planning names a general
reporter.

Commissions bureaus are elected
through secrete vote depending on the function.
When, for every category of function, the
number of candidates is less than the number of
seats to be occupied, ballot is not used. When
absolute majority is not achieved in the first
two ballots, for the third ballot relative majority
is enough. In case of equality of votes, the one
with the longest length of service shall be
elected.

The function of president of a special
commission cannot be cumulated with the
function of president of a permanent
commission.

Commissions are convened by the
president of the National assembly when the
Government orders so. During the session,
commissions are equally convened by their
presidents. Besides the sessions, commission
can be convened either by the president of the
National Assembly, or by their president with
the consent of the commission bureau. Still the

reunion shall be cancelled or reported if more

than half of the commission members demand
to, at least 48 hours before the day established
for convening,

During the session, commissions have
to be convened at least 48 hours before the date
of the meeting. It can be exceptionally
convened eatlier if the agenda of the Assembly
so requires. Members’ presence to the reunions
of the commissions is compulsory. When a
member of the commission misses more than a
third of the commission meetings, during the
same ordinary session without grounded
reasons, the Bureau of the commission is
informed by the president of the Assembly who
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citre pregedintele Adundrii care constatd
demisia membrului. Acesta este inlocuit si
nu poate face parte din alte comisii in
cursul anului, indemnizatia functiei sale
este redusd cu o treime pina la deschiderea
sesiunii ordinare urmitoare.

Votul in comisii se face fie prin
ridicare de mén4, fie prin scrutin.

Presedintele fiec#irei comisii poate
cere audierea oricirui membru al
Guvernului.

Fiecare comisie poate cere prin
intermediul presedintelui Adunérii
Nationale audierea oricirui raportor al
Consiliului Economic si Social pe textele
asupra cérora a fost chemat si dea aviz.
Comisiile speciale

Comisiile speciale sunt constituite in
conformitate cu art. 43 din Constitutie si
sub rezerva legii organice cu privire la
dispozitiile legale de finanfare, fie la
initiativa Guvernului, fie a Adunirii pentru
examinarea proiectelor si propunerilor.

Constituirea unei comisii speciale
este de drept atunci cind este solicitatd de
citre Guvern. Aceastdt solicitare trebuie si
fie formulati pentru proiectele de lege la
momentul transmiterii lor la Adunarea
Nationald si pentru propuneri in termen de
doud zile inainte de distribuirea lor.
Conferinta Pregedintilor

Conferinta Presedintilor este
organismul competent pentru organizarea
activitifii Adunirii Nationale in sesiunea
parlamentard. Se reuneste la initiativa
Presedintelui Adundrii Nationale, o dati pe
s#ptimand, in principiu marti dimineata.

establishes the member’s resignation. It is
replaced and cannot be a part of other
commissions during the year, its function
remuneration is reduced by a third until the
opening of the following ordinary session.

The vote within a commission is made
by raising the hand, or by ballot.

The president of every commission may
demand the hearing of any member of the
Government.

Every commission may require through
the president of the National Assembly, the
hearing of any reporter of the Economic and
Social Council for the texts it had been called to
certify.

Special commissions

Special commissions are formed in
compliance with art. 43 of the Constitution and
in observance of the organic law regarding
legal financing provisions, either at the
imitative of the Government, or at the initiative
of the Assembly, for examining projects and
proposals.

» The establishment of a special
commission is by right when demanded by the
Government. This demand has to be formulated
for the projects of law at their transmission to
the National Assembly and for proposals within
two days from distribution.

Presidents’ Conference

Presidents’ Conference is the relevant
body for organizing the activity of the National
Assembly in parliamentarian session. It meets
at the initiative of the National Assembly’s
President, one a week, mainly on Tuesday
morning,

The government is represented by one
of its members, usually by the minister
responsible for its relation to the
Parliament, who informs the Presidents’
Conference, the previsions of the
Government for that week and for
future weeks.

The role of presidents’ conference

Considering the priority of the
Government, acknowledged by  the
Constitution, to establish the agenda of the
Meeting, the Presidents’ Conference does not
decide on the working schedule submitted by
the Government and which is the “main
agenda”. Still, these reunions are an
opportunity for the exchange of opinions that
can lead to certain adjustments from the
Government. '

Presidents’ Conference is also expected
to stop, for the duration of the session, the
calendar of monthly meetings, in the order of
their reservation by the Assembly and the
distribution of these meetings between
parliamentarian groups.

Presidents’ Conference is competent in:

» Organizing weekly meetings with oral
questions;

» Drawing-up conditions and duration of
discussions regarding the annual financing
law, both for the first part of this discussion
and for the revision of the budget from the
second part;

» Deciding on the voting procedure
regarding all the significant documents and
previously establishing the voting date;

> Establishing the examination date of
censure  motions and  organizing
discussions.

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Finally, Presidents’ Conference is
informed by the Government regarding the
medium-term forecasts; hence, the minister for
the relation to the Parliament presents in the
opening of the session, at the beginning of
October, but not later than 1% of March, the list
of cases that the Government registers on the
agenda of the Assembly and the period
allocated for discussions.
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
